1. General information

Object Art. 1 These regulations govern the MAS programme in Sleep Medi-
cine, which is offered jointly by the University of Bern / University De-
partment of Neurology of Inselspital and the Universita della Svizzera
italiana. It leads to the award of the title ‘Master of Advanced Studies
in Sleep Medicine, University of Bern, Universita della Svizzera ital-
iana (MAS SM Unibe USI)'.

Sponsorship Art. 2 The degree programme is supported by the Department of
Neurology at Inselspital and the Faculty of Biomedicine at the Univer-
sita della Svizzera italiana. The sponsoring body appoints the pro-
gramme management, which is responsible for all tasks that are not
expressly reserved for the sponsoring body in these regulations. The
programme management is responsible for the implementation of the
degree programme.

Collaboration Art. 3 There is a collaboration with the Neurocentro della Svizzera
Italiana of the Ente Ospedaliero Cantonale. The collaboration be-
tween the University of Bern / University Clinic for Neurology of the In-
selspital, the Universita della Svizzera italiana and the Ente
Ospedaliero Cantonale is governed by a cooperation agreement.
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2 Collaboration with other educational institutions and co-operation
partners in Switzerland and abroad is possible. Cooperation agree-
ments to be concluded by the Executive Board of the University of
Bern and the Executive Board of the Universita della Svizzera Italiana
remain reserved.

2. Study programme

Addressees Art. 4 The study programme is aimed at people who work in the field
of sleep medicine or intend to work in this field: Doctors, specialists in
psychology, psychiatry, nursing and other fields.

Objectives Art. 5 The participants

new knowledge in the form of at least one publishable paper,

f are capable - in accordance with their professional background -
of managing a sleep medicine unit or taking on a managerial role.
Scope, structure and Art. 6 1The study programme comprises a total of at least 60 ECTS
content Cl’edi'[S.

21t is made up of 8-16 modules, each worth 2-6 ECTS credits, one of
which can be an internship, and an MAS thesis worth 15 ECTS cred-
its.

3The content of the course is based on the ‘Catalogue of knowledge
and skills for sleep medicine’ compiled by the European Sleep Re-
search Society (ESRS), supplemented by additional topics:

4The programme management can include further topics.

Art. 7 The specific structure of the degree programme is regulated by
the curriculum. This is issued by the programme management and
approved by the Faculty of Medicine of the University of Bern.

Art. 8 The study programme is taught in English. The oral and written
performance assessments are held exclusively in English. All written
assignments must be written in English.

Art. 9 In addition to lecturers from the University of Bern and the Uni-
versita della Svizzera ltaliana, lecturers from other universities in Swit-
zerland and abroad as well as non-university experts may be called
upon to teach the programme.

Art. 10 *The basic knowledge is taught in the form of blended learn-
ing. This means that the material is taught both via an e-learning plat-
form and as part of face-to-face events (online or on site) in order to
optimally support the transfer of learning and knowledge and ensure a
lively learning culture.

2|n addition to imparting theoretical and practical knowledge and
skills, the events offer space for reflection and discussion. The con-
tent and form of the events take into account the needs and wishes of
the participants. Their specialist knowledge and experience as profes-
sionals are incorporated into the teaching and learning process.

Art. 11 The degree programme is accompanied by systematic feed-
back procedures and evaluations. The results of the evaluations are
taken into account in the ongoing planning and development of the
programme as well as in the commitment of teaching staff.

3. Authorisation

Art. 12 !Prerequisites for admission to the degree programme are, in
addition to work experience

a auniversity degree at Master's level in medicine or psychology,

b a university degree at Bachelor's level or higher in a field of health
sciences,

C auniversity degree at Master's level in natural sciences or engi-
neering.

2In the case of admissions in accordance with paragraph 1 letters b
and c, the programme management may impose further conditions for
admission to ensure that students can successfully complete the de-
gree programme.

3 Exceptions to the admission requirements can be approved by the
programme management ‘sur dossier’. In the case of persons without
a university degree or professional experience, it may impose further
conditions for admission in order to ensure that they can successfully
complete the degree programme.

4 Interested parties who only want to take part in individual modules
can be admitted if there are free places on the course.
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> Admission to the degree programme is decided by the programme
management upon application by the Director of Studies. There is no
entitlement to admission.

Status Art. 13 Students enrolled on the programme are enrolled as MAS
students at the University of Bern.

Number of participants Art. 14 The study programme will be carried out if funding is guar-
anteed on the basis of the registrations received.

2The Director of Studies may limit the number of participants in
agreement with the programme management. If the number of appli-
cations exceeds the number of places available, the programme man-
agement shall define selection criteria in collaboration with the Direc-
tor of Studies and decide on admission.

4. Requirements, performance assessments and graduation

Compulsory participation ~ Art. 15 ! Participation in the courses and e-learning activities in ac-
cordance with the curriculum and completion of the performance as-
sessments are mandatory for all participants in the degree pro-
gramme. The programme management decides on exceptions.

2 Components of the degree programme that require active participa-
tion must have been completed to a total of at least 80%. ‘Active par-
ticipation’ means compulsory attendance (on site or online), compul-
sory activities on the e-learning platform such as submitting pre- and
post-processing assignments, completing exercises, participating in
discussions, group work and other activities. Any additional absences
can be compensated at the student's own expense in consultation
with the Director of Studies.

% Preparation and follow-up assignments are considered course com-
ponents.

Performance reviews Art. 16 1The performance assessments consist of the performance
records for the modules and the MAS thesis.

2The performance assessments demonstrate that the competence
objectives of the degree programme have been achieved in accord-
ance with the curriculum.

3 Participants will be informed in writing by the programme director
about the assessment of their performance assessments.

4The specific organisation of the performance assessments is regu-
lated in the study plans and in the implementation regulations.

°|f the result of a performance assessment is influenced or attempted
to be influenced by cheating, in particular by the use of unauthorised
aids, the performance assessment is deemed to have been failed.
The same applies if a piece of work is not written independently and
sources other than those specified have been used. Further
measures such as exclusion from the degree programme or with-
drawal of the degree or title remain reserved.

8 Written theses must contain the following dated and signed declara-
tion at the end: ‘| hereby declare that | have written this thesis inde-
pendently and have not used any sources other than those stated. |
have labelled as such all passages that were taken literally or analo-
gously from sources. | am aware that otherwise the thesis will be as-
sessed as grade 1 and the degree or title awarded on the basis of this

thesis may be withdrawn. For the purposes of assessment and verifi-
cation of compliance with the declaration of independence or the reg-
ulations on plagiarism, | authorise the University of Bern or the Uni-
versita della Svizzera Italiana to process the personal data required
for this purpose and to carry out acts of use, in particular to reproduce
the written work and store it permanently in a database and to use it
to check the work of third parties or to make it available for this pur-
pose.’

A maximum of one third of the total ECTS points of the degree pro-
gramme may be assessed by ungraded performance assessments.

>The performance assessments are assessed by members of the
teaching staff of the degree programme or other persons designated
by the programme management. The programme management exer-
cises overall supervision of the performance assessments.

6 Unsatisfactory performance assessments can be repeated once.
The repetition must take place no later than twelve months after the
written notification of the participant.

"The final grade for the degree programme is made up of two thirds
of the ECTS credit-weighted average of the unrounded grades of the
performance assessments of the modules that are assessed with
grades and one third of the MAS thesis.

Art. 18 ! The standard period of study is five semesters. The maxi-
mum period of study is four years.

2The programme management may grant exceptions upon justified
request. Students who exceed the maximum period of study without
authorisation may be excluded from the programme.

Art. 19 External study achievements can be credited to the degree
programme up to one third of the total ECTS points, provided they
were completed at a university and correspond to individual objectives
and content of the degree programme. The programme management
decides on credit transfer. The programme management issues im-
plementation regulations. Credit transfer is limited to five years after
completion of the programme. The date of the degree certificate is de-
cisive.

Art. 20 1The Faculty of Medicine of the University of Bern and the
Faculty of Biomedicine of the Universita della Svizzera italiana confer
the title ‘Master of Advanced Studies in Sleep Medicine, University of
Bern, Universita della Svizzera Italiana (MAS SM Unibe USI) on suc-
cessful graduates. The final document is signed jointly by the dean of
the faculties mentioned above.

2The qualification is granted if

a all courses of the degree programme that require active participa-
tion have been completed to the required extent,

a the performance checks have been passed and
b all financial obligations are fulfilled.

3 A Diploma Supplement provides information about the admission re-
guirements, objectives, content and scope of the degree programme.

4The MAS degree alone does not entitle the holder to admission to
ordinary studies or a doctorate at the University of Bern or the Univer-
sita della Svizzera italiana.

® Participants who have not passed the programme will receive a cer-
tificate of attendance for the parts of the course they have completed.
ECTS points can only be certified if performance assessments are
passed.

6 Successful participation in individual modules is confirmed by a cer-
tificate. If the associated performance assessments have been com-
pleted and passed, the ECTS points are also certified.

5. Funding and course fees

Art. 21 *The study programme is financed by course fees. There
may also be contributions from third parties.

2The income from the course fees is subject to the continuing educa-
tion overhead tax of the University of Bern.

Art. 22 1The programme management sets the course fees for the
entire course at between CHF 15,000 and CHF 30,000. The course
fees are cost-covering and in line with the market and include all reg-
istration fees and fees for the performance assessments. If a perfor-
mance assessment has to be repeated, the corresponding fees are
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charged additionally. The programme management decides on ex-
ceptions.

2The course fees will be invoiced after the confirmation of enrolment
has been sent. The programme management determines whether the
course fees are to be paid in full or in instalments. All financial obliga-
tions must be settled before the degree is awarded.

3 Cancellation of enrolment before the confirmation of admission has
been sent is possible without incurring any costs. In the event of can-
cellation after the confirmation of admission has been sent, the course
fees for the entire course will be charged in full. If a replacement can
be found for the cancelled student, only processing costs of CHF 200
will be charged. If part or all of the study programme is not attended,
there is no entitlement to a refund or waiver of the course fees. It is up
to the individual participant to take out cancellation insurance.

6. Organization

Programme manage- Art. 23 1 The programme director is responsible for the scientific, fi-

ment nancial and organisational management of the preparation, imple-
mentation, evaluation and further development of the degree pro-
gramme.

2|n detail, the programme management has been assigned the follow-
ing tasks:

a Issuing the curriculum, approving the detailed programmes and
appointing the lecturers as well as deciding on the further devel-
opment of the degree programme,

Issuing the implementing provisions for these regulations,
Approval of the budget and determination of course fees,
Decision on admission to the degree programme,

Supervision of performance checks,
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Check whether all requirements for the award of the degree or title
have been met,

g Supervision of quality assurance, in particular the evaluation of
the study programme,

h  Appointment of the Director of Studies.

3The programme management is made up of at least two members of
the Faculty of Medicine of the University of Bern, two members of the
Faculty of Biomedicine of the Universita della Svizzera italiana, one to
three external specialists from the field of sleep medicine or an asso-
ciated field. These members are entitled to vote. The study director
participates in the meetings of the programme management in an ad-
visory capacity and with the right to propose motions. The programme
management can admit further members with an advisory function
and the right to submit proposals.

4The programme management elects its chairperson and deputy
chairperson from the programme management members of both med-
ical faculties for a period of two years and otherwise constitutes itself.
It is quorate if more than half of its members are present and makes
its decisions by a simple majority of the votes cast. In the event of a
tie, the Chairperson has the casting vote. In principle, members of the

sions may also be taken by correspondence.

Art. 24 1The programme management consists of one or two people
based in Bern and/or Ticino. They are appointed by the programme
management.

2The study director is responsible for the operational management of
the programme with the following tasks:

a Organisation and implementation of events and performance
checks,

Commitment of the lecturers for the individual courses and events,
Accounting, budget preparation and monitoring,

Advertising, public relations and relationship management,
Counselling of the participants,
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Application to the programme management for admission to the
degree programme,

Quiality assurance and reporting,

h  Compiling and forwarding the data for the correct collection of the
training overhead levy,

i Other tasks defined by the programme management.
7. Administration of law

Art. 25 ! Decisions of the Faculty of Medicine of the University of Bern
or its Dean issued on the basis of these regulations and their imple-
menting provisions may be appealed to the Appeals Commission of
the University of Bern within 30 days of notification.

2|n the event of decisions by the programme or study management
that adversely affect the legal position of the participants, a contesta-
ble ruling may be requested from the Dean of the Faculty of Medicine
of the University of Bern within 30 days of becoming aware of the de-
cision.

3 Appeals against decisions of the University Appeals Commission
may be lodged with the Administrative Court of the Canton of Bern.

8. Transitional and final provisions

Art. 26 Participants who started a CAS, DAS or MAS course before
these regulations came into force complete their course in accord-
ance with the regulations for continuing education courses in Sleep,
Consciousness and Related Disorders dated 12 March 2018.

Art. 27 The regulations for the continuing education courses in
Sleep, Consciousness and Related Disorders of 12 March 2018 are
repealed.

Art. 29 These regulations enter into force on 1 June 2023.
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The English regulations are translated from the German regulations. Only the German

regulations are signed.
